Option 2 – SIMPLE Case Completion
The SIMPLE cases are online internal medicine paper cases designed by the national Clerkship Directors in Internal Medicine organization.  These cases provide students with a structured exposure with case-based teaching in areas that some students either have not had exposure or have had limited exposure during their clerkship.  USU has purchased access to these cases for students to use; there are similar cases available in family medicine (fmCases) and pediatrics (CLIPP).  

Several of the online internal medicine SIMPLE cases cover core internal medicine topics that are not seen very frequently in our clerkship, including HIV, chronic kidney disease, venous thromboembolism and common cancers.  Students can use this option to cover these less frequently encountered syndromes and diseases.  
To complete this project, follow these steps:

1. Access the website here:  http://app1.med-u.org/player/app/homepage.html.  Using your “usuhs.mil” email address, register and create a username and passcode.  You must use your “usuhs.mil” email address because that identifies you as a USU student.
2. Complete the following four cases (cases 20, 23, 27 and 28) AND one of your own choosing.

3. Print out the final card for each case and submit it to your preceptor AND your site director (or file it in Sakai if that option is available at your site).

4. Choose one of the cases to present during preceptor rounds.  Tell your preceptor early in the clerkship (week 1 or 2) which one you are going to present so that he or she can make sure another student doesn’t present the same case.

5. Prepare a 15 minute talk about your chosen case, including 2-3 objectives that you want the other students in your group to learn.  Present this during a preceptor session in week 6.  

We anticipate that completion of 5 cases will take approximately 3 hours, and that preparing the talk will take another hour or two.  Be sure to submit the 5 case summaries not only to your preceptor but also to your site director, who will include these in your final evaluation package.  Your site director will confirm with your preceptor that you presented one of the cases during preceptor rounds.  The Department of Medicine Education Committee (DOMEC) will review the evaluation packages of students who choose this option, but do not submit all five of the case summaries or do not discuss a case during preceptor rounds.  DOMEC may choose to assign a grade of incomplete until five case summaries are submitted to the clerkship director.
