Case Presentations
During your clerkship, you are required to write-up and present 2 patient cases that you have participated in during the clerkship.  One case must be an obstetrics case and one must be a gynecology case.  You will present the cases orally to an assigned preceptor(s) who will grade your performance and provide constructive feedback on your note-writing and oral presentation skills.  These write-ups are intended to be thorough H&Ps, NOT abbreviated progress notes or focused clinic patient notes. It is YOUR RESPONSIBILITY to arrange these sessions with your assigned preceptor.  Your site director can assist you with this process if needed.  You should also pose a clinical question which prompts a literature search related to the case.

Your oral presentations and write-up account for 10% of your final clerkship grade.

The write-ups should include the following components:

1. History of present illness, including pertinent positives and negatives

2. Past medical, surgical, obstetric, and gynecologic histories

3. Medications and allergies

4. Social history

5. Family history

6. Physical exam, any pertinent laboratory/radiographic findings, fetal monitoring (if applicable)

7. Differential diagnosis

8. Plan

9. Clinical Question (ex: “What tests are available to determine fetal lung maturity, and which test is best for my patient?”

10. Literature review with brief (under 500 words) discussion of “answer” to “clinical question”.
