You are required to carry your Clinical Encounter Card with you at all times.  These cards list a variety of clinical encounters which we expect you to have evaluated during your rotation.  Upon completion of each individual encounter, have your preceptor sign the card and write observations and feedback.  The encounter card signature is only valid if actual feedback or comments are made by the preceptor.  The purpose of this card is to ensure that we receive ample faculty and resident feedback on your performance so as to write an appropriate narrative summary.  Your dedication to completion of this card is considered professional performance and is factored into your non-cognitive performance grade.
