Focus:  Technological advances, increasing expectations, and post 9-11 additions to mission have resulted in dramatically increased pressures for responsive legal advice in military and broader federal sector healthcare organizations.  We intend to cover both routine and unique issues confronting uniformed and civilian attorneys responsible for providing legal advice and services at Federal institutions ranging from hospitals to medical centers to health care systems.  The conference program is intended to provide both overview and specifics for experienced practitioners, including those attending the TRICARE Conference from 29-31 January, and newly assigned health care attorneys -- as well as an excellent opportunity for all to network, share experiences and advice.  Topics will include:


Updates on federal sector health law, TRICARE, biomedical research, malpractice litigation, and the DoD/VA Disability System;

Presentations on end of life issues, dealing with disruptive patients, legal issues in operational medicine, and service specifics; and

Continuing legal education on attorney ethics.
Registration:  Detach and complete the registration form and forward it to the Uniformed Services University of the Health Sciences (USUHS) in one of the manners described.

Fees:  There is a $40 advance registration fee, payable prior to 18 January 2007.  ($65 after 18 January or at the door.) Checks should be made payable to “Henry Jackson Foundation – 5405”.

Continuing Legal Education Credit:  In cooperation with the Air Force JAG School, we hope to offer CLE again this year.  Most state continuing legal education forms should be available at the conference.  Preregistration is necessary for some states.  Some states require a small additional fee.

Directions:  The Uniformed Services University of the Health Sciences is located at the National Naval Medical Center, 4301 Jones Bridge Road, Bethesda, Maryland.  Limited parking is available at the University.  Attendees who do not have a military identification card and second picture ID need to request a pass.


By Car:  Exit I-495 at Exit 33, Maryland Hwy 185 (Connecticut Ave, south), then right onto Jones Bridge Road, then right at the gate (right onto Wisconsin Ave and right at the main gate if the back gate is closed)


By Metrorail:  Take the Red Line toward Shady Grove to the Medical Center station.  Walk (15 minutes) or take the Naval Medical Center shuttle (runs every 20 minutes).


By Air and Metrorail:  Washington’s Reagan Airport has direct access to Metrorail.  Baltimore-Washington and Dulles Airports have bus service to Metrorail.

Lodging:  The nearest military lodging is the Medical Center Navy Lodge (800-NAVY-INN or 301-654-1795).  The Bethesda Court Hotel offers comparable rates and is within walking distance (800-874-0050, 301-656-2100). The Mologne House and Guesthouse at Walter Reed Army Medical Center are within driving distance (15-20 minutes) (202-726-8700.  These facilities fill up fast.  USUHS will not arrange lodging or transportation.
