Directions to USAMRIID for 1 April 2003

USAMRIID is easy to get to with the exception of the traffic.  You can count on at least 70-minute drive from Bethesda during rush hour.  Security at Fort Detrick is very tight, please have two photo IDs available as you approach the gate.  We will be planning on starting class at 1800 (6PM).

Most of us will be heading North on Route I-270 past Gaithersburg.  You stay on 270 until it ends, you do not have to exit as the road changes to Route US-15 North.  You are only on this for a couple of miles and you will pass multiple Frederick exits until you see EXIT 15– 7th Street(there is also a small Fort Detrick sign).  Follow the ramp down and make a right onto 7th Street.  You will pass a mall on your Right and continue for ~1/2 mile until you run straight into the main gate at Fort Detrick.  Have your photo IDs ready as you approach.  Go straight through the gate and make your first Right onto Porter Street.  USAMRID is a large monolithic building on the Left about 2/10 mile.  There is a large parking lot on the Left.  The main entrance to USAMRIID is on Porter Street and you will again need 2 photo IDs for entrance.  Let the guards know you are here for the BTA Course.
