Immigration policy in the United States tends to focus almost exclusively on determining who to let in and how to deal with non U.S. citizens. This presentation will move from political debates about who to let in and focus on how to provide assistance to non U.S. citizens. Immigration Custom Enforcement (ICE) is tasked with providing security to the nation and the Division of Immigration Health Services (DIHS) is tasked with addressing immigrants’ medical and mental health needs.  The challenge of dealing with immigrants is not an easy task and differences in standard of practice between the two agencies can create ethical dilemmas for social workers practicing in immigration health. Professional and personal values within social work practice will be discussed to help social workers cope effectively with ethical dilemmas and provide quality care to immigrants. Case presentations will be used.
