This session will provide an overview of a current research study on caregiver education and support being conducted at the Atlanta VA Medical Center, with emphasis on the role of the social worker in the intervention. The study is evaluating the effectiveness of the Rosalynn Carter Institute's "Caring for You, Caring for Me" intervention program which provides caregiver education and support to family members who care for a disabled person in the home. The study is also examining the impact of a follow-up social work intervention to help caregivers apply the knowledge and skills learned in the program to assist them with V.A. and community resources and psychosocial support.
